Such investigations shall identify the nature and extent of any unstable land and indicate such remedial measures as are necessary to ensure land stability in the area, within the site and beyond as a result of the proposed development. All measures identified under these provisions shall be implemented as the development proceeds and shall be completed before any part of the development is brought into use.
