74 CALDERDALE LOCAL FLOOD RISK MANAGEMENT STRATEGY 

Councillor B Collins, Deputy Leader and Cabinet Member for Regeneration and Economic Development presented a written report of the Acting Director, Economy and Environment seeking consideration of the Calderdale Local Flood Risk Management Strategy.  The Flood and Water Management Act 2010 required Calderdale Council to produce both a non-technical summary and a comprehensive strategy setting out how it was managing flood risk.  Approval of the non-technical summary and the comprehensive strategy would ensure that the Council met its statutory responsibility whilst also providing a policy framework for the management of flood risk. Calderdale had consulted widely on the development of the Calderdale Local Flood Risk Management Strategy. The Strategy had been produced as a result of the Flood and Water Management Act 2010 and redeveloped following the flooding experienced on Boxing Day 2015.  The flooding that took place in Calderdale highlighted a number of challenges both with respect to planning and emergency responsiveness faced by the Council and its partners.   

The Strategy set out the objectives for the Council as a Lead Local Flood Authority to work in partnership with all stakeholders to better understand, reduce, manage and prepare for flood events.  Working in partnership with the Environment Agency, Canal and Rivers Trust, Yorkshire Water and other “risk management authorities”,  the Council could tackle the tough challenges that lay ahead in ensuring flooding did not have the repeat impact on individuals, the community and the economic future of the Borough, in ensuring the continued economic viability of Calderdale.  It was important to understand the limitations placed on the Council and its partners.  

*RESOLVED that it be recommended to Council that the Calderdale Local Flood Risk Management Strategy and the Summary Local Flood Risk Management Strategy be approved.
