	Why is it coming here?

	To provide the panel with information on the 20mph schemes that have already been introduced and to assess the progress of the programme (the programme is 2/3rds of the way through).


	What are the key points?

	· 3 phases remaining to be completed by end 2017 
· Community engagement – attitudinal surveys in Todmorden and Sowerby Bridge; use of social media
· Police engagement and enforcement.  Formation of Calderdale Road Safety Partnership Board; Operation Hawmill
· Speed and casualty measurement.  Mean reduction of speed is 2.2mph taken from 1 million+ readings but there are variations in some areas.  Overall, a 22% reduction in casualties.


	Possible courses of action

	· Continue the roll out of 20mph 

· Analyse areas where no reduction in casualties to understand underlying causes.  Explore potential highway solutions (physical measures) budget dependent.
· Continue actively promoting 20mph

Report to Scrutiny Panel

1.  Background

1.1 At the May 2014 Cabinet meeting, the Council agreed to a phased approach over 3 years for the implementation of 20mph areas on residential streets and this is due for completion by end of 2017.

1.2 The campaign message for 20mph is ‘Love our Streets’ - social media is used to promote stories and encourage conversations amongst residents.

1.3 Phases 1 - 3 have been implemented with the exception of Mytholmroyd. This has been put on hold due to the potential design changes within the centre of Mytholmroyd as a result of the 2015 Boxing Day floods.  Phase 4a (Brighouse/Rastrick area) is currently being progressed. The remaining phases 4b and 5 are currently being prepared.

2. Main issues for Scrutiny

2.1
Community engagement
· 2000 people across Calderdale were interviewed in February 2015 regarding their views and opinions on 20mph speed limits.  89% were in favour of the introduction of 20mph speed limits across our area.

· Legal consultation takes place on each scheme with stakeholders and residents and comments come into the team via the 20mph email inbox.   

· From the outset whilst enforcement has been an issue raised by some residents, the public health emphasis has been upon changing social norms and encouraging drivers to follow the rules via educational and marketing initiatives. We all know that once habits are formed it can be very difficult for them to change.
· Social media is actively used to raise awareness whilst engaging with residents and enabling them to engage with each other. We have over 2000 followers on Facebook https://www.facebook.com/LoveOurStreets
· A door to door baseline survey / questionnaire of 400 people was conducted in September 2015 with Todmorden residents to understand attitudes and behaviours towards 20mph and active travel. A repeat survey was undertaken in Todmorden September 2016 (12 months after its introduction) to gauge changes in attitudes and activity levels.  Interim results show that whilst there has been no change in the mode of travel used, opinions on the 20mph scheme remain stable, with the vast majority of residents in support of the scheme (80%).  A full analysis of the survey is underway and the feedback will be assessed which will help to determine the interventions needed, for example, barriers to walking or cycling.    A similar survey was also undertaken in Sowerby Bridge and will be followed up in April/May 2017.
· A promotional company who specialise in face to face engagement has been used to promote 20mph and raise awareness with residents and businesses in local communities eg Todmorden and Brighouse.  Details of the Facebook page, website and email contact details for residents are provided.  Local businesses have been happy to pledge support for 20mph and have gladly displayed 20mph posters in windows.  Love our Streets 20mph posters have also been handed out to community groups that have requested them.

· An interactive educational E-learning app has been designed for use on the web and mobile devices.  The user navigates through a number of different scenarios which asks the user questions which challenge their assumptions about speed, injury, air quality and the environment. This will be ready for launch early 2017 and will feature on the Love Our Streets website and Facebook.  A communication plan will be developed to encourage a range of audiences to complete the app and share it with their friends. The ability to share the educational tool is critical to its success and it will actively ask the user to share via social media.
2.2
Police Engagement and Enforcement 
20mph does have to be self- enforcing and the police will not generally enforce 20 mph unless there is evidence that safety is at risk and it is agreed as a local problem. This is no different to existing self-enforcement expectations in areas whatever the speed limits. Given the reduction in policing resources clearly managing expectations is critical.  

Since the beginning of September 2016 the police have been active in many areas of Calderdale (including 20mph areas) through Operation Hawmill.  The police operation targets nuisance motorists and dangerous drivers and focuses on the four factors most likely to contribute to a fatal road traffic collisions (drink/drug use, speeding, using a mobile phone whilst driving and not wearing a seatbelt).  Areas that will be targeted have been selected in relation to the area where they receive most complaints.  They include  Warley, Park, Town Centre / Boothtown,  Skircoat.   Additional funding will be needed if this work is to continue. 

In addition, the Police continue to work closely with neighbourhood teams and schools to educate young people about the impact of speeding and road safety, eg Boothtown, where the school children are taken out into the community and see the speed gun being used.  This activity is driven by local requests either from ward forums; community groups or the local school. 

Updates on activities in an area are posted on the police Facebook pages ‘West Yorkshire Police Halifax’ and ‘West Yorkshire Police Valley’ and we regularly cross post these to the ‘Love Our Streets’ Facebook page so that residents get up to date information on the action that the police are taking about speed and anti-social driving.
A Calderdale Road Safety Partnership Board is in the process of being established to increase collaborative working between the police and other stakeholders.

2.3
Changes in Average Speeds Following Implementation of 20mph Speed Limits

Even a 1mph reduction in speed reduces the risk of accidents by 6%.  Speed tubes (automatic traffic counters) were placed at various locations on a mix of road types in the 20mph limit areas to record the traffic volumes and speed of vehicles.  These are installed prior to the 20mph and approximately 12 months after the scheme is operational.  The data was recorded by Leeds council and provided back to Calderdale council via a web report.  The report contains information on the total number of vehicles that data has been recorded for and also the average (mean) speed at the location.

The mean is calculated as the sum of all speeds recorded/the number of vehicles.  Overall, almost 2 million vehicle readings were taken and there was an average reduction in speed of 2.2mph across the 20mph locations resulting in an average speed of 22.3mph.  
Of the streets/roads measured to date (in Boothtown, Elland, Hopwood, Mixenden, Pellon, Siddal, Stainland and Todmorden) all areas showed a reduction in the average speed.  The biggest reduction was seen in Boothtown which had a reduction of 5.4mph, followed by Elland which had a reduction of 4.0mph.  There are a small number of roads where speeds have not reduced and there are some challenging areas.  We will use the data to investigate what else can be done to reduce speed in these areas.  Infrastructure improvements may be necessary but will be dependent on budget availability in highways.  Appendix 1 gives details of the roads measured in each area and the average and 85th percentile speeds recorded.

2.4
CASUALTY DATA FOR 20MPH AREAS


30mph is never going to be safer than 20mph as a residential limit. It is recognised that slower speeds help to reduce the number of road collisions and the severity of any injuries suffered by the casualties. Evidence shows that at 30mph an impact collision leads to 45% of pedestrians being killed whereas at 20mph it leads to 5%. A 20mph limit also creates a more positive environment whereby residents feel more comfortable and less at risk from speeding vehicles.  Casualty figures have been assessed prior to the introduction of the 20mph area and the three years post introduction. There has been a reduction in casualties in all areas of 22%.  When compared to national and regional data the fall in our injuries on the roads is faster than other areas.  It implies that the 20mph policy  is making a difference   For example, Stainland has reduced from 10 in 2008–2011 to 1 in 2011- 2014 (no accidents were recorded in 2015); Elland has reduced from 21 in 2009-2012 to 19 in 2012–2015;  Boothtown has reduced from 8 in 2010-2012 to 1 in 2013 – 2015.  

We need to be cautious of the small numbers but we can note the fact that there have been no fatalities since the introduction of 20mph limit areas to date.

3. Consultation

Any proposal to change speed from 30mph down to 20mph must be supported by a separate legal speed limit order for each of the 20mph areas.   Each stage of this legal process has to be communicated and advertised to stakeholders and the general public.  This involves writing to stakeholders and advertising in relevant newspapers.  
4. Further action and timescales

· Monitor speeds (at 12 months) and casualties (after 3 years) in the remaining 20mph areas when data is available.  
· Analyse areas where speed and casualties have not reduced and identify actions for improvements 
· 8 VAS (Vehicle Actuated Signs) are now in place. They will not be a permanent feature in any particular street. The next steps are to work with Highways and Engineering to formalise the process for the most effective utilisation of these units and develop a rolling programme.
5. Conclusions

5.1  Continue the phased implementation plan for 20 mph in residential areas.
5.2
 Actively promote 20mph through the “love our streets” campaign using social media. 
5.3 Continue to work with the police and other stakeholders through the Calderdale Road Safety Partnership Board.
5.4 Launch the 20mph educational tool with appropriate and cost effective communications support

 5.5 Monitor speeds (at 12 months) and casualties (after 3 years) in the remaining 20mph areas when data is available.

Appendix 2
Key evidence to support 20mph from elsewhere 

Public Health England’s document  ‘Working Together to Promote Active Travel, A briefing for local authorities’ references studies which show that Britain’s public realm isn’t cycle or walking friendly enough.  Roads need to be fit for purpose - not just for cars, but also for people to keep fitter as they move around.  20mph is a solution. ”Active travel" is about building activity into our normal daily lives which are currently far too sedentary for our own health and the nation's economy.  Casualty prevention, child protection plus better health from more exercise and health equality are the major reasons why Public Health Funds are contributing to 20mph limit setting. 
 Public Health England’s briefing says ‘There is a growing evidence base on the benefits of 20mph speed limits…repeated national surveys show strong public support for 20mph in residential streets’.  Our own survey carried out with 2000 Calderdale residents told us that 89% supported the introduction of 20mph speed limits in the borough.  Many towns and cities in England have either implemented or are committed to 20mph speed limits across their road networks.  Evidence from Edinburgh following a trial of 20mph showed changes in people considering cycling to be unsafe fell from 26% to 18%.  An increase in children cycling to school from 4% to 12%, more children allowed to play on the pavement/street rose from 31% to 66% and walking trips rose 7%, cycling trips rose 5% and car trips fell 3%.   However the Department of Transport is also looking at effectiveness and Calderdale is one of the areas that they are using as part of their evidence gathering.
