An objector’s representative attended the meeting and addressed the Committee.  Councillor Metcalfe attended the meeting as Ward Councillor and addressed the Committee. The applicant’s agent attended the meeting and addressed the Committee. 

RESOLVED that the application be permitted in accordance with the recommendation of the Head of Planning and subject to the conditions set out in the list submitted with the exception of Condition C2 which be amended to read as follows:

C2
Use of the stone saw shed outside the hours of Monday to Friday 0730 to 1800 and Saturday 0730 to 1300 shall not be permitted until such time as details of measures to control noise emanating from the stone saw shed are submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Mineral Authority, and have been put in place.  The measures shall be retained thereafter. Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Mineral Authority, the measures shall ensure that rating level of noise emitted from the stone saw shed, when assessed in accordance with BS4142: 1997 shall be less than 10dB above the background noise level at the boundary of the site with Overbank Cottage and at the boundary of Ivy House Farm with Walter Clough Lane. For the purposes of this condition the background noise level shall be taken as a maximum of 33dB LA90 between 0700 and 1900 hours and a maximum of 31dB LA90 between 1900 hours and 2200 hours on any day.  The stone saw shed shall not be used after 2200 hours on Monday to Friday, 1300 hours on Saturdays or at any time on Sundays and Bank or Statutory Holidays.  

(Councillor Baines declared a personal interest in the above as he was acquainted with an individual in the public gallery).
