REVIEW OF FEES AND CHARGES IN RELATION TO THE LICENSING FUNCTIONS WHICH ARE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE LICENSING AND REGULATORY COMMITTEE

REPORT OF THE HEAD OF CUSTOMER SERVICES AND COMMUNICATIONS
1. Issue
To review the discretionary fees and charges for the licensing functions within the Registration and Licensing Service.

2.
Need for a Decision

The Council’s policy is that all discretionary income budgets be reviewed annually. Minute No. 680, 2 December 1992 refers.

3. Recommendation

That all discretionary licence fees be increased as detailed in the appendices to this report.  Such increases to come into effect as detailed in paragraph  9.1 of the report.

Background/Details
4.1
Licensing fees and charges are either set by statute or licensing authorities are able to determine their own fees under the provisions of:

Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, Part II, Section 53

Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976, Part II, Section 70

Vehicles (Crime Act) 2001, Part1, Section 3

4.2
The Licensing Service operates on a self-financing budget basis.  

4.3 Fees and Charges were last reviewed in March 2010 in relation to all discretionary fees.
4.4 All discretionary fees and charges have been reviewed in accordance with Council Policy and increases have been recommended which will reflect the cost of providing the service during the financial year 2011/12.

4.5 It is proposed that in relation to the majority of licences that discretionary fees are increased in line with the current Consumer Price Index figure of 3.3%  This will reflect the increased costs incurred by the Council in providing the service. Figures may be rounded up or down for ease of administration

In relation to fees for Hackney Carriage, Private Hire Vehicle and Operator fees, section 70 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 requires that a notice of the proposed fees be published in at least one local newspaper circulating in the district.

4.7
A copy of the notice must be deposited at the Town Hall, Halifax and made available for public inspection for a period of 28 days, following the date it was published.
4.8
Should objections be received to the proposal then Members would be asked to consider them.  Where no objections are received then the fees and charges would come into effect immediately after the 28 days had lapsed.
4.9 A list of statutory fees and charges are included at Appendix 1 for Members information.

4.10 Members will be aware that Animal Licensing is a new area of responsibility for the service and as such the fees charged have been reviewed to ensure that the charges meet the costs incurred by the service in administrating and enforcing the regime.  The only licence where a fee has been proposed that is not increased in line with the Consumer Price Index is that for dog breeders, which has been reduced from £197.50 to £95.00. 

4.11 It is proposed that Gambling Act fees for Grants, Provisional Statements and Annual Fees be increased by more than the Consumer Price Index as it is proposed that additional monitoring and enforcement activities, including partnership working with the Gambling Commission, will take place in 2011/12, to ensure that premises continue to operate within the legislation.

Options Considered
Council policy requires an annual review of all discretionary fees and it is also a requirement of the Gambling Act 2005.

Consultation

If Members approve the proposed increase in fees for hackney carriage, private hire vehicle and operator fees, these will must be advertised as stated at 4.7- 4.9.

Financial Implications 
The proposed increases will ensure that the Licensing Service can continue to provide an effective licensing function on a self-financing basis.

Conclusion
9.1
Members are asked to consider the proposed fee increases and determine whether:

a) To resolve that the proposed fees shown in Appendices  3 and 4 and the proposed private hire and hackney carriage driver fees shown in Appendix 2 be approved and that they be implemented with effect from 1 April 2010; and
b) To resolve that the proposed fees for hackney carriages and private hire vehicles and operators detailed in Appendix 2 be approved and that they be advertised as stated at 4.7 and 4.8 and that if no objections are received that the fees shall come into effect 28 days after the notice is published; or. 
c) To refuse to approve the proposed fees and charges shown in Appendices 2, 3 and 4 and to determine such other fees as they deem appropriate and in line with statutory provisions.

Members are asked to indicate their preferred option.
