APPLICATION FOR GRANT OF PREMISES LICENCE: LEE MOUNT BALTI HOUSE, 4 WHEATLEY LANE, LEE MOUNT, HALIFAX, HX3 5EU

The Head of Customer Services and Communications submitted a written report seeking consideration of an application for the grant of a premises licence under the Licensing Act 2003 where representations had been received from responsible authorities and interested parties. 

Having given consideration to the report presented and to representations made at the hearing, in particular having considered the concerns of local residents and responsible authorities regarding:-

· prevention of crime and disorder

· prevention of public nuisance  

and having considered the applicant’s proposals for dealing with those concerns namely;

· Installation of CCTV system

· The provision of litter bins and litter clearance

and having due regard to the provisions of the Licensing Act 2003, the statutory guidance issued under section 182 of the Act, the Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy and the relevant provisions of the Human Rights Act, it was

RESOLVED that the application for the grant of a premises licence for Lee Mount Balti House, 4 Wheatley Lane, Lee Mount, Halifax, HX3 5EU be approved for the following hours:-

Sunday – Thursday 23.00 – 24.00

Friday – Saturday    23.00 – 01.00

and subject to:

1. those conditions which are consistent with the proposed operating

           Schedule; and

2.        the following condition which is considered necessary to promote the

     Licensing Objectives:
· All litter to be removed at the close of business within the vicinity of the

Premises.
The above hours and condition are considered necessary to prevent public

 nuisance in a built up residential area.

Members stressed that the hours on Friday and Saturday evening differed from those on the planning permission. The grant of this licence does not alter the planning permission.  If the Applicant operated on Friday and Saturday evening after 24.00 hours without the planning conditions being varied, then the Applicant would be in breach of planning law and could be prosecuted.

Members strongly recommended that the Applicant applied for the hours under the Planning Permission No 93/01164 to be varied as soon as possible, in order to reflect the hours which had been granted under this licence.  The Applicant should also be aware that the Planning Committee/Planning Authority was not bound by the decision of this Licensing Sub Committee.

All parties were advised that there was a right of appeal against this decision to the Magistrate’s Court within 21 days of the date of the decision.
