ISSUE
To consider the application for a private hire vehicle licence for a vehicle which will be ten years old on 2nd March 2011.

NEED FOR A DECISION
Members resolved, at their meeting on 27th October 2008, that a vehicle could continue to be licensed as a private hire vehicle beyond the ten year age limit providing, the vehicle had passed the Council’s mechanical test and, that Members of the Licensing and Regulatory Committee were satisfied that it should continue to be licensed for a further twelve months (Minute J24/22 refers)

RECOMMENDATION
Members are asked to consider the report and the compliance test report from the Council’s Transport Manager attached at Appendix 1. The vehicle will be available for Members to inspect and the Council’s Transport Manager will be at the meeting.

BACKGROUND/DETAILS
4.1 At their meeting on 27th October 2008, Members resolved that a vehicle could continue to be licensed beyond the maximum age of ten years as long as the vehicle was able to pass the Council’s mechanical test and, also that it could satisfy Members of the Licensing and Regulatory Committee that it should continue to be licensed for a further 12 months. (Minute J24/22 refers)

4.2 The vehicle which is the subject of this report, private hire vehicle licence number 0361 - registration number Y901 LBH, is currently licensed until 2nd March 2011 when the vehicle will be ten years old
4.3 On 13th September 2010 the licence holder, Mohammed Aslam Qasir, applied to licence the vehicle for a further twelve months as per Member resolution in 4.1 above.  

4.4      The vehicle passed the compliance test on 10th January 2011.

Interior

The interior is generally clean and in good order.

Exterior

Generally in poor condition with numerous scrapes and dents:-

Various scuffing and scrapes to front bumper.

Dents to nearside rear quarter.

Large dent over o/s rear wheel arch.

Visible scrapes to rear bumper.

Various paintwork chips & scrapes to rear lower bumper area.

Small dent to N/S front wing.

Various dents and bulging to N/S driver and passenger doors.

Numerous small dents to O/S driver and passenger doors.

Damage and area of corrosion to roof near windscreen.

Taxi plate was broken and held together with tape.

Summary

Whilst this vehicle appears to be mechanically sound and the interior is generally sound, the external appearance and condition is in my opinion poor. Whilst the damage is relatively minor it does not give the vehicle a good image as a taxi.
