Economy and Environment Scrutiny Panel 2010-11

Including this meeting, the panel will have met 18 times in formal session since June 2010. This includes 3 additional meetings where a decision of Cabinet had been called in.

The panel, or individual members, have also visited the Alternative Technology Centre in Hebden Bridge and Gibson’s Mill at Hardcastle Crags as part of their evidence gathering.
The panel also visited Halifax Borough Market.
Over the course of the 15 formal timetabled meetings, the panel considered a total of 32 substantive items.
