13 REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS AND POLLING PLACES
The Chief Executive submitted a written report advising of the outcome of the statutory review of polling districts and polling places which had to be undertaken by the end of 2011 as required by Section 16 of Electoral Administration Act 2006. Any suggestion for changes to polling stations had to take account of the requirements for access to the premises for electors with disabilities, and the Council had to formally approve any proposed amendments to polling district boundaries and polling places. The report advised of the consultation on the review which had been undertaken between 4th March and 20th May 2011, and detailed proposals for amendments to electoral arrangements and the proposed schedule of designated, polling district/places and polling stations to be introduced with effect from 1st December 2011.  The introductory date was important as it coincided with the revised Register of Electors to be published on that date and would avoid the need to publish a further Register prior to the May 2012 elections.  The Chief Executive reported further at the meeting advising of additional suggestions for changes to the names of certain polling districts which had been received since the report had been produced.

*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that approval be given to:

(a) the amendments to the polling district boundaries and polling places as set out in Appendix 1 to the Chief Executive’s report; and

(b) the electoral arrangements as set out in Appendix 2 to the Chief Executive’s report.
