Report to Scrutiny Panel

1.  Background

On 31st October 2011 Cabinet considered options for parking charges at Shibden Park. However, they felt unable to make a decision at that stage and asked if scrutiny could further consider the matter on their behalf.

The Chair of the Safer and Stronger Communities scrutiny panel agreed to include the item on the agenda for the next available meeting, acknowledging the level of public interest in this matter.

2. Main issues for Scrutiny

Following Budget Council, a temporary car parking scheme was introduced in April 2011 with the intention that it would continue until a pay and display scheme could be put in place.

A report was submitted to Cabinet on 31st October 2011 setting out options for the introduction of pay and display car parking charges at Shibden Park.  The report also included background information on:

· Consultation carried out in August 2011 

· A summary of consultation carried out by Coffee Culture, the company operating the cafe at Shibden Mereside, earlier this year

· Details of two petitions submitted regarding the introduction of the temporary car parking scheme.

There have been a number of concerns by members of the public regarding both the introduction of parking charges, and the information on which Cabinet was to base its decision.

Further pieces of evidence have now been received from a variety of sources. These and the original report to Cabinet are included as appendices to this paper.
Scrutiny is asked to consider the options set out in the report to Cabinet and make recommendation as to which, if any, they feel to be most appropriate.
