Shibden Park - Pay and Display Parking Scheme

Report of the Director for Communities

1.   Issue

1.1
To reconsider a proposed Parking Order for a Pay and Display Parking 
scheme for visitors to Shibden Park following referral to the Safer and 
Stronger Communities Scrutiny Panel.

2.   Need for a decision

2.1
Budget Council on 28th February 2011 agreed that charges should be 
introduced for parking at Shibden Park from April 2011 as part of a range of 
measures to increase income and so contribute to the savings required in the 
Council’s budget.  

3.   Recommendation

3.1
Taking into account the information presented with this report, including the 
Impact Assessment suggested by the Scrutiny Panel, it is recommended that 
the charging policy 
as set out in Appendix 1 is adopted from 1st April 2012, 
i.e. 30p per hour (or £1 for the whole day) between 9am and 6pm (5pm in 
winter), except for Christmas Day, Boxing Day and New Year’s Day.
4. Background

4.1
A report was presented to Cabinet on 31st October 2011 seeking 
consideration of a proposed Parking Order for the pay and display parking 
scheme for visitors to Shibden Park, and the determination of the tariff and 
hours of operation of such arrangements.  
4.2
The report proposed that a charge of 50p per hour should be levied between 
10am and 5pm daily, except Christmas Day, Boxing Day and New Year’s 
Day. It was estimated that this would generate income in the region of 
£73,000 per year to contribute towards the Directorate’s budget savings 
targets.

4.3
Cabinet resolved that the proposals be referred to the Safer and Stronger 
Communities Scrutiny Panel for detailed consideration and recommendation 
to Cabinet.
4.4
A report was duly presented to the Scrutiny Panel on 1st December which 
included the original report to Cabinet, additional information to assist detailed 
scrutiny of the proposal (based upon suggestions made by Cabinet) and a 
submission on behalf of the Friends of Shibden Group and Coffee Culture.
4.5
The Scrutiny Panel agreed that it be recommended to Cabinet that the Panel 
felt that it would be unwise to make a decision on the issue of car parking 
charges at Shibden Park without a full impact assessment and that this should 
be carried out before a final decision is made.
4.6
An Impact Assessment has now been undertaken and this is set out in section 
5 below.
5.  Impact Assessment

5.1
Since the introduction of a temporary car parking charge at Shibden Park in 
April 2011, 37,554 vehicles have paid to park (as at 20.11.11).  The net 
income achieved (currently in the region of £30,000) has contributed to the 
savings required to be made within the Safer, Cleaner, Greener Service.  
5.2
An estimated 58,000 vehicles visited the park in the 12 month period prior 
to 
the introduction of charges (according to the magnetic vehicle counter on the 
main drive) but this included staff, deliveries, contractors and disabled visitors. 
It is perhaps not unreasonable to assume at least 10 of these vehicle 
movements per day were attributable to vehicles that wouldn’t pay under the 
current arrangements and 
so an annual estimate of pre-charge vehicle visits 
is around 55,000. So, with 5 months of the year to go (admittedly those with 
low numbers of visitors) vehicle visits are running at almost 70% of those 
achieved last year (i.e. 37,554 in 2011/12 as against 55,000 in 2010/11).

5.3
However, it would be nonsense to claim that the introduction of the charges 
has not had any impact on the park, its visitors, the businesses that operate 
within the park and also surrounding residents.  What is probably not so clear 
is to what extent the effect is attributable to parking charges, as opposed to 
the poor summer weather, the current economic climate or changes in 
customer behaviour. 
5.4
In order to achieve income as part of the budgetary changes approved by 
Calderdale Council earlier this year, a temporary car parking scheme was 
introduced to Shibden Park on 21st April 2011.  This is a pay on entry system, 
and 
the charge has been £1 weekdays and £2 weekend/bank 
holidays/school holidays.

5.5
The intention has always been to introduce a pay and display scheme within 
the whole estate, which would be enforced by a Parking Order.  This proposal 
was put before Cabinet on 31st October 2011, 
and referred to Safer and 
Stronger Scrutiny Committee on1st December, where an impact assessment 
was requested prior to any decision being made.
5.6
The introduction of the pay on entry scheme met with some resistance, 
resentment and complaints from visitors to Shibden and also the concessions 
and their customers.   This information was included in previous documents 
appended to the reports to Cabinet and Scrutiny.

5.7
The following assessment documents the research carried out on the effect of 
the existing scheme, together with an assessment of the proposed pay and 
display scheme on all stakeholders of Shibden Park.

Barriers
5.8
The 5 main barriers to access are physical, sensory, intellectual, social and 
cultural, and financial.

5.9
The main barrier to be considered in the introduction of this proposal is 
financial. Public parks are generally regarded as places to bring the family 
and spend time without there being any financial restrictions.  There is a 
tradition of philanthropy in the provision of public open spaces, often 
donated by wealthy local families for the use and enjoyment of the less well 
off in society.  Much of the feedback received from members of the public is 
based on the removal of this amenity through the introduction of a financial 
barrier, discriminating against the less well off.

5.10
As disabled badge holders are exempt from the existing and proposed 
parking charges, there is no financial barrier for these visitors. Similarly, there 
is no barrier for those travelling to the park by means other than private 
vehicle.
Access

5.11
However, the main means of accessing Shibden Park is by car for the 
majority of visitors; but, it is perfectly possible to access the park in other 
ways. Indeed, the Highways Service has offered to provide a free cycle 
shelter/racks for up to 8 bikes to help facilitate alternative means of travel to 
the park.
5.12
Shibden Estate is located on the A58 Leeds / Bradford Road (Godley Lane), 
approximately 1 km to the east of Halifax town centre. 
5.13
It is approximately 20 minutes walk (uphill) from Halifax town centre bus 
station and 25 minutes from the train station. It is also a 20-minute car ride 
from the M62 motorway.
5.14
Shibden Estate is accessible by bus numbers 681, 682, 548, 549, 509, 534, 
227, 508, 226 from the Halifax, Bradford, Brighouse, Huddersfield and Leeds 
bus stations.  The bus stops are situated close to the park entrance, on the 
A58.  There are no public transport links to the Shibden Hall Road entrance to 
the park.
Stakeholders
5.15
Stakeholders at Shibden include:-
· Visitors  - this includes a wide range of visitors as outlined below
· Businesses within the Park 
· Friends of Shibden Park and volunteers
· Neighbouring residents and businesses
· Calderdale Council and its employees, as owners and custodians

· The Heritage Lottery Fund

· English Heritage and other Statutory and Advisory bodies

Effect on Visitors
5.16
Visitors to Shibden can be categorised as follows (and would be affected by 
the proposal in different ways):-

· Families with children (school age and pre-school)
· Regular dog walkers and daily park users for exercise
· Day trippers 
· Business visitors (to facilities provided at Shibden Mereside)
· Museum visitors
5.17
The table and chart below shows the number of visitors in the year April 2010 
to March 2011, provided by a vehicle counter in the park.  The number of 
visitors in the year April 2011 to date is provided by cash receipts for the car 
parking charges and does not include staff, contractors and disabled badge 
holders.

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5.18
When compared to estimated figures provided in previous years, visitor 
numbers have declined, although July and October actually show an increase 
compared to last year.  It must also be noted that the visitor numbers for this 
year do not include any visitors outside the charging 
time (i.e. before 9 a.m. 
and after 6 p.m. in the summer) and the numbers for last year include 
deliveries, staff etc.  So whilst visitors in cars look to be down on last year, the 
scale of the reduction does not appear to be quite as dramatic as some of the 
anecdotal evidence suggests.
5.19
The reduction in visitor numbers will have different effects within the park:

· Low income families may decide to visit free parks elsewhere in the area

· There may be fewer regular visitors, e.g. dog walkers, who may choose to walk elsewhere

· Regular visitors may use the park outside the charging period when facilities are closed

· Lack of information on pricing may have deterred visitors

· Fewer short stay/regular visitors would have a greater impact upon the café and miniature railway, and less impact upon the boats, pitch & putt and museum visitors who may come for a day out

· Low income families may have fewer visits to cafés/bring picnics

5.20
Set out below are some of the typical comments received from feedback from 
a survey carried out by Coffee Culture in May 2011:

It is important to get kids out in the fresh air using parks. We are a low income family and it is upsetting that we are being stopped from enjoying even the “free” entertainment. Of course it’s not free because we’ve already paid for it with our Council Tax and our taxes to the Government. Please stop trying to squeeze every penny out of us!

My main point is that the car parking charges significantly penalise frequent users of the park and are currently overpriced for visitors “popping down” for a couple of hours – we can sometimes visit 3 – 4 times per week, so the cost will soon add up!

Car parking could be refunded against café charges.

Extra funds to go direct to the park for repairs to roads on entrance.  Security cameras around the park. Litter pickers on lake, tarmac car park.  Funding towards Shibden Hall. 

These parking charges will stop many regular groups bringing youngsters for walks and those who regularly call to walk their dogs.

Initially monies raised should be used to repair and improve the surface of the road which is full of pot holes and the surface of the car park. This would reduce the need for any repairs to vehicles due to the poor condition of these.

Should be free. Children with limited access to green fields should be able to come free of charge. Parents, in this economic climate may not be able to afford parking charges and this used to be one of the few free places they could ring their children.

Introducing parking charges goes against national drives to promote physical activity and improve physical and emotional well being with fair access for all.

I think parking should be free for over 60’s and parents with under fives. Once parking charges are introduced the park facility becomes exclusive. It may also prevent people from booking the meeting room and from coming to use the café.

Donations should have been introduced first and maybe charges for bank holidays initially.

Very disappointing as should be proud of people enjoying spaces not charging. Get your priorities right!

The pot holes need filling in. £2 is too much to pay for the use of the park and will possibly reduce the amount of visitors in school holidays. Litter sometimes is a problem – more bins. Ticket booth is on the wrong side of the road.

Why should we have to pay to come into the park when most of the advertised attractions are not open (Boats, Train, Land Train), surely through the week parking should be free.

Effect on Businesses within the Park

5.21
Coffee Culture, the Shibden Mereside concession, has noted a marked 
downturn in business since April 2011.  They have contended with the 
comments and complaints from visitors as well as needing to manage a 
difficult financial outlook that they regard as caused by the introduction of 
parking charges.  

5.22
Coffee Culture carried out a survey during the first 2 weeks of May and have 
provided feedback on this (see comments above).  They have also 
informed 
the Council of a reduction in their core business and regular customers.  The 
following assessment of the impact on their business was included in 
their report to Scrutiny on 1st December:

The businesses in the Park generate income directly for the Council through payment of concession fees. They also provide a significant contribution to the local economy through the employment of local people and by the use of local services and suppliers. 

They also contribute by attracting people from outside Calderdale to visit and the area and spend money in Calderdale.

All the businesses have seen their income drop dramatically after the introduction of parking charges, one reporting a thirty percent reduction; Coffee Culture report a 25 percent reduction in the five months following the introduction of charges as opposed to the same period in the previous year.

Even allowing for the vagaries of British weather and the bleak economic climate business at the Mereside Centre grew year on year right up to the introduction of car parking charges. This has resulted in having to shed three equivalent full time jobs. The business model we operate is dependent on generating enough income in the summer to see us through the winter when visitor numbers reduce steeply even with free parking. This model has been seriously damaged by the parking charges.

These are mainly the jobs of young people, who are the biggest victims of the current lack of employment opportunities. At a time when the private sector is expected to provide employment to compensate for job losses in the public sector there can be no justification for continuing with a scheme that is ultimately self defeating.

The new scheme further threatens the viability of businesses in the park. Under the new scheme the Mereside Centre will be at a distinct disadvantage as compared to other function and conference facilities offering free parking. This will further reduce income, and the ability to offer subsidised use of the Centre to community groups and charitable organisations.

5.23
Evidence was received by the Scrutiny Panel from businesses relying on 
Coffee Culture, such as cleaning and suppliers, who have similarly 
experienced a decline and consequently reduced their workforce/overheads.
5.24
Other businesses within Shibden Park have also experienced a downturn in 
income since April 2011.  The operator of the miniature railway reported a 
30% decline in business, and the boats and pitch & putt operator reported a 
10% decline.  The difference in these perceptions could be due to the different 
type of visitor each of these businesses attracts.

5.25
The current scheme enables free parking to be given in advance to parties, 
groups and conferences pre-booked at Coffee Culture.  This temporary 
measure enabled Coffee Culture to honour its existing agreements with 
clients.  The future of this should be considered in the pay and display 
proposal in order that parking permits can be administered fairly within the 
whole estate.

5.26
Car parking in Halifax town centre is 50p per hour for long stay/£1 per hour 
for short stay up to 2 hours, and businesses within the town centre have this 
constraint on their operation.  
5.27
The effect on the businesses within the park needs to be seen within the 
context of current economic trends for business.  The Mid Yorkshire 
Chamber Quarterly Economic Survey Q3 2011 reports on the risks which 
face the UK’s economic recovery, indicating that the pace of 
growth is slow. 
Sales and order books are low and cashflow problems emphasise the 
financial pressures being experienced by businesses not only in Yorkshire but 
throughout the country.  Unemployment levels have also risen sharply 
and Calderdale/West Yorkshire has not been immune from the economic 
downturn.
Effect on Museum Visitors

5.28
Visitors to the hall have been confused by the information on parking charges 
this year as they have been unsure whether parking charges have applied to 
the car parks they have used (at the Shibden Hall Road entrance). 
5.29
The museum visitor numbers have similarly been lower than in previous 
years, and in particular the number of general visitors in August and 
September were lower. However, as the majority of Hall visitors have used 
the top (free) car park, this would not seem to be attributable to parking 
charges:

Effect on the Friends Group, Volunteers and Estate Activities

5.30
As outlined by a submission from the Friends Group, there is a danger that 
the goodwill and time input by the friends and volunteers at Shibden will be 
lost as a result of this proposal.  The charges will have a direct effect on their 
visits to the park, but the major impact will be on the contribution they make to 
events and activities.
5.31
Any events and activities within the estate will need to be priced and 
considered in accordance with parking charges.  For example, a paid 
activity at the hall or in the park will have to take into consideration the parking 
charge.  Admissions and shop sales targets at the hall may similarly be 
affected.
5.32
The Friends Group have been consulted for their views on the impact of the 
car parking charge and what, if any, level would be acceptable in terms of not 
being a financial barrier.  This information is being collated as a group 
response by their representative.
Effect on Neighbouring Residents

5.33
In order to reduce the number of vehicles parking outside the park (“displaced 
parking”), Parking Services have consulted on a proposed Residents Parking 
Scheme within the Godley Lane area of housing adjacent to the park.
5.34
In addition, there may be displaced parking on Shibden Hall Road.  Both of 
these areas of displaced parking have already been highlighted as problems 
for many years, when parking spaces have become full in Shibden Park.
5.35
Any residents parking scheme would however be charged to each individual 
resident and this would be the impact directly from the parking charges.
Effect on Estate Resources

5.36
Estate resources have been used on supporting and maintaining the car park 
charging system this year.  This has involved staff working directly on the 
parking of vehicles and charges, and on cash handling (significant in the 
summer months).
5.37
There may be additional obligations once a Parking Order is in force, 
including maintaining the quality of the car park and entrance drive, dealing 
with vandalism, gritting and maintaining ice-free roads.
5.38
The refund scheme, which is currently providing a 50% reduction in the 
charge, is time consuming for all involved.  Now that facilities are not available 
in winter months, it is also no longer feasible to get a refund on the ticket if 
there are no venues open to pay it.

Summary

5.39
Clearly there will be impacts on potential park users as a result of the decision 
to charge for car parking on the Estate.  The issue is whether the Council has 
acted reasonably and proportionately in deciding to levy a charge in the 
current financial climate for local government and whether it has considered 
the potential impacts on particular groups within society.
6. Options considered
6.1
As the Council has already taken the decision to charge for car parking at 
Shibden as part of its budget setting process, the only real options are 
around the charging policy, i.e. the tariff and the hours of operation, and the 
area to be covered by the Order.
6.2
It is recommended that the Parking Order should cover the whole of the 
Estate. This is the only option if the scheme is to be effective and easily 
enforceable.
6.3
It is recommended that the hours of operation are 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. daily (5p.m. 
in winter), except Christmas Day, Boxing Day 
and New Year’s Day.  This will 
accommodate the early winter closing time for Shibden Park and also reflects 
views expressed about not penalising regular early morning visitors.
6.4
In terms of the tariff, three options are presented below.

6.5
The average number of paying vehicles visiting Shibden Estate lower car park each day from the commencement of the temporary charging system to the end of the summer holidays was 172 during the week and 282 at weekends.

6.6
However, it is estimated that this is likely to reduce by around half for the remaining 7 months of the year.  But, the proposed pay and display scheme will also include the car park off Shibden Hall Road (which the current scheme does not) and so the forecast number of paying vehicles can be calculated as follows:

Following the Scrutiny meeting, a further proposal was put forward by the 
businesses within the Park which is based upon proportionately lower 
charges for more hours (as an incentive to stay longer) and seasonal 
charging:

6.8
The suggestion is that the first 1/2 hr ticket would enable visitors to drop 
of/pick up at functions or to discuss bookings etc. However, Parking Services 
have commented that this may be open to abuse and difficult to enforce. In 
practice Enforcement Officers allow up to 10 minutes for people to buy a ticket 
or find change and so this should be sufficient for dropping off/picking up. 
 

6.9
In addition, the intention would be for a range of permits to be introduced for 
regular users of the park, including permits for clients using conference 
facilities or functions and staff permits.  Permits provide a regular, assured 
income in advance and provide good value for money for regular park users.
6.10
An average vehicle stay is estimated at 3 hours, based on the consultation 
responses and on the experience of staff on site.  Therefore, using the 
vehicle projections above, the tariff options should generate the following 
levels of income:

7.
Consultation
7.1
A self-completion questionnaire was produced and 3,000 copies were distributed within the Estate during August and September; it was also made available on line.  A total of 284 forms were returned (9.4%).  The consultation, not surprisingly, found that people wanted to pay as little as possible for parking.  However, the reality of the financial challenge facing the council means that this needs to be balanced against the budget reductions necessary.  
7.2
In summary the results said:

· Most respondents tend to visit Shibden two to three times per year and stay for between 1 and 4 hours (generally no more than 5 hours). 

· 89% of respondents travel to Shibden by car. 

· 82% of respondents answering this question said £0.30 per hour is 'Good Value / a 
Reasonable' amount to charge and 65% of respondents answering this question said £1.50 for between 3 and 5 hours stay is 'Good Value / Reasonable'. 

· 41.6% (87) think £0.50 per hour is 'Reasonable' and 40.2% (84) 'Too high'.

· Other proposed charges in the questionnaire were deemed to be 'Too high'. 

· Only 15% of respondents would be interested in visitor permits.  

· Respondents tended to be in 
favour of using the car parking ticket as a discount against other activities / cafe purchases at Shibden. 

· Overall respondents were not in favour of car parking charges at Shibden. 

· The few respondents who made positive comments feel that if charges need to be implemented then the cost needs to be kept at a reasonable level and the resulting revenue should be put back into Shibden to maintain the grounds.

7.3
In addition to the formal consultation carried out by Calderdale Council, a survey was carried out during May 2011 by the Shibden Mereside concession, “Coffee Culture”, in response to the reaction of visitors to the park following the introduction of parking charges.  A summary of the findings of this smaller survey of 131 visitors tells us that:
· 50 respondents (38%) wanted no charge for parking 
· 51 respondents (39%) wanted a cap at 50p 
· 18 respondents (14%) wanted a cap at £1.00 
· 3 respondents (2.2%) wanted a cap of £2.00

· 1 respondent wanted a cap of £3.00

· 8 respondents (6%) wanted donation based charges 

· 126 respondents (96%) stated that income should be spent on maintaining and improving the park alone

· 16 users (12%) said that their usage of the park would not be affected

· 44 users (34%) said their usage would be reduced slightly 

· 71 (54%) stated that their visits would be reduced significantly

8.
Financial implications
8.1
A method of providing income from parking is required to deliver the budget determined by the Council.  Rather than increasing income, the only other option is to reduce the service cost base in order to achieve financial targets.
8.2

The specific financial implications of each option are set out in section 6.  
9.
Equality and Diversity
9.1
It is recognised that charges and fees can disadvantage some sections of society more than others, for example people on lower incomes, which often includes single parents and disabled people.  These issues are explored in more detail in section 5 above.
9.2
Disabled people will continue to park for free and there are good public transport connections to the Estate for those without access to private transport or who would be deterred by the parking charges.
10.
Conclusion

10.1
Calderdale Council agreed to introduce charges for parking at Shibden Park 
from April 2011 as part of a range of measures to increase income and so 
contribute to the savings required in the Council’s budget for 2011 onwards.  It 
is proposed that the Pay and Display Charging Scheme as set out in 
Option 1 and Appendix 1 should be adopted by Cabinet.
10.2
This will replace the current, temporary, pay on entry system which might be seen as unfair to short stay visitors and to local residents.  It will provide the visitor with a choice of length of stay and will also not discriminate against the weekend, holiday or weekday visitor.  It is considered that this is the best way forward, taking into account all factors, including public feedback and the need to preserve a vibrant business offer within the Park.
