143 JOINT WARRANTS FOR HEALTH AND SAFETY WORK 

Councillor Collins, Cabinet Member with responsibility for Economy and Environment presented a written report of the Director, Economy and Environment seeking approval for joint warrants for Health and Safety work, and to partnership working locally and regionally in relation to the enforcement of the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974. The proposal sought to employ principles contained in the Hampton report “Reducing Administrative Burdens” and promoted sustainable partnership working. It was necessary to seek approval for this work as it was outside officers normal remit The Council’s Health and Safety functions were not executive functions and therefore the approval of the Council would be required.
The report provided background information, advised of the options considered and the financial and corporate implications involved.

*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that: 

(a) the arrangements for partnership working with other Local Authority partners in the region, in order to promote the environmental well being of the area, in accordance with Article 11.1 of Part 2 of the Constitution be approved; 

(b) the arrangements for contracting out to allow for the authorisation of staff from other Local Authorities to undertake functions in relation to health and safety, with the exception of the Council’s discretionary decision making powers, under contracting arrangements made between the Council and the partner Local Authorities in the region be approved; and

(c) paragraph 5.10.3 of the Officer Delegation Scheme at Part 3 of the Constitution be amended to enable the Head of Democratic and Partnership Services to authorise staff from the partner Local Authorities in the region to carry out those health and safety functions of the Council as are described in this report, to authorise Officers within the Council’s own Commercial Team of its Housing and Environment Service of the Economy and Environment Directorate, to carry out like functions of the partner Local Authorities in the region.
