APPOINTMENT OF REPRESENTATIVES TO OUTSIDE BODIES

Report of the Head of Democratic and Partnership Services 
1.
Issue
To seek Members’ consideration to the appointment of representatives on outside bodies.

2.
Need for a Decision
There is a need to appoint representatives to various outside bodies. 

3.
Recommendation
a) Members are requested to appoint one trustee to fill the existing vacancy on the British School Trust for a term of office expiring in February 2016.   

b) Members are asked to consider re-appointing Mr Kaye as a trustee to the North Dean Wood Charity for a term of office expiring in December 2015.
c) Members are asked to consider re-appointing Councillor Mrs Bampton-Smith and Councillor Marshall and Mr G Horsfall to the Dr Watkinson’s charity for a term of office expiring in September 2014.
d) Members are asked to consider appointing Mr David Sutcliffe to the Cloughfoot School Trust charity for a term of office expiring in May 2015.

e) Members are asked to consider re-appointing Mr Batchelor and appointing Mrs Garsed to fill the vacancy on the Brooksbank Educational Charity for a term of office expiring in March 2016.
f) Members are asked to consider appointing a new trustee to fill the vacancy on the Warley Trust for a term of office expiring in April 2016.
g) Members are asked to consider re- appointing Councillor Benton, Councillor Blagbrough, Councillor Kirton, Councillor McAllister, Councillor Stout, Ms R Acheson, Mrs C Blagbrough, Mrs J Cawthra , Mrs B Green, Mr J B Horner, Ms A Martin and Mr G Richardson as trustees for a further term of one year.  At least three more trustees will need appointing to accord with the requirements of the trust deed.

Background
The position in relation to these outside bodies is as follows:-

British School Trust  

The aim of the Charity is to provide the advancement of education by way of providing (clothing) grants to school children.  Trustees may, but need not be Members of the Council.

Nine trustees are appointed to the Charity for a four year term of office as follows:
Until February 2014

Councillor Mrs Carter, Councillor Fekri JP, Councillor J Hardy and Councillor McAllister.

Until February 2016

Councillor Blagbrough, Councillor Pillai, Ms B Monteith and Mr A Tagg.

There is presently one vacancy following the resignation of Mr Gelder.

Members are asked appoint one trustee to fill the existing vacancy.   

North Dean Wood Charity

The purpose of this Charity is to provide for the poor of the ancient township of Elland cum Greetland.  The trustees select the most deserving cases and its annual income is approximately £3000.  The Council appoints two trustees to this Charity.  Each trustee is appointed to serve for a term of office of four years.  Trustees may, but need not be, Members of the Council.  The term of office for Mr J S Kaye, ‘Highcliffe’, Hullen Edge Road, Elland was due to expire in December 2011 and he has indicated that he would be willing to be re-appointed for a further four years.

Members are asked to consider re-appointing Mr Kaye as a trustee to this Charity for a term of office expiring in December 2015.

Dr Watkinson’s Charity

This Charity was founded in June 1732 and regulated under a scheme in October 1911. The income form investments are distributed to needy persons who reside in the former Parish of Midgley.  The Council makes three appointments to this Charity for a term of office for three years.  Trustees may, but need not be Members of the Council and its annual income is approximately £400.

Councillor Mrs Bampton-Smith and Councillor Marshall were previously appointed to the Charity and their terms of office expired on 30th September 2011.  Both have expressed that they wish to continue for a further period of three years.  Mr Grenville Horsfall was also appointed and his term of office also expired on 30th September 2011, he is also willing to continue. 

Members are asked to consider re-appointing Councillor Mrs Bampton-Smith and Councillor Marshall and Mr G Horsfall to the above charity for a term of office expiring in September 2014.

Cloughfoot School Trust

This Charity was set up from the proceeds of the sale of Cloughfoot School at Todmorden. It provides benefit in promoting the education (including social and physical training) of persons under the age of 25 years who or whose parents are resident in Todmorden and the neighbourhood thereof and who are in need of financial assistance. The Charity operates under a scheme dated January 1994.  The annual income of the Charity is approximately £3,500. 

Seven Trustees are appointed to this Charity three nominated Trustees and four co-opted Trustees. Of the nominated Trustees one is appointed by CMBC and two are appointed by Todmorden Town Council for a three year term of office.  

Mr David Sutcliffe is the current Trustee who is appointed by the Council and his  appointment expires in May 2012.  Mr Sutcliffe has expressed that he wishes to continue for a further period of three years.
Members are asked to consider appointing Mr David Sutcliffe to the above Charity for a term of office expiring in May 2015

Brooksbank Educational Charity

The purpose of this charity is to provide finance fro promoting the education of persons under the age of 25 years who are resident in the former urban district of Elland. Trustees should through residence, occupation or employment have special knowledge of the area of the former urban district of Elland and they may but need not be members of the Council.  The annual income is approximately £2000.00

The Council appoints 4 trustees to the Charity for a term of office of 4 yrs as follows:

Mrs M Sykes and Mr J Batchelor – terms of office are due to expire in March 2012.  Mrs Sykes has resigned.

Mr N Kemp and Mr R Hannah – terms of office are due to expire in March 2014.

At a recent meeting of the Trustees, a resolution was unanimously approved that Mrs Caroline Garsed  of 105 Victoria Road, Elland, who is presently one of the Co-optive  Trustees be appointed to replace Mrs Sykes.  Mr Batchelor has expressed that he wishes to continue for a further period of four years. 
Members are asked to consider re-appointing Mr Batchelor and appointing Mrs Garsed to the above charity for a term of office expiring in March 2016.

The Warley Trust

The object of this Charity is to promote charitable purposes for the general benefit of the inhabitants of Warley and it’s neighbourhood through the relief of the aged, impotent and poor, the relief of sickness, improvement of social welfare and the provision and support of educational facilities.  Trustees may but need not be Members of the Council.  The annual income of the Charity is approximately £5000.00.

Mrs J Pearson was the trustee for the current term of office which expires in April 2012 but has resigned.

Members are asked to consider appointing a new trustee for the term of office expiring in April 2016.

Brighouse War Memorial (Nurses Endowment Fund)

This Charity provides benefit to persons in need of assistance who are resident in the former Borough of Brighouse.  Trustees may be need not be Members of the Council but must live in the former Borough of Brighouse.  The annual income of this charity is approximately £4500.00.  The Council appoints not less than 16 and not more than 21 trustees annually.

Mr R Langford has not yet advised us of his intention.
Mr E Needham has indicated that he does not wish to continue and there are also two vacant positions.  
Members are asked to consider re- appointing Councillor Benton, Councillor Blagbrough, Councillor Kirton, Councillor McAllister, Councillor Stout, Ms R Acheson, Mrs C Blagbrough, Mrs J Cawthra , Mrs B Green, Mr J B Horner, Ms A Martin and Mr G Richardson as trustees for a further term of one year.  At least three more trustees will need appointing to accord with the requirements of the trust deed.
