27 APPLICATION FOR A PRIVATE HIRE VEHICLE LICENCE WHICH IS OVER TEN YEARS OLD 
The Head of Customer Services and Communications submitted a written report which sought consideration to an application for a private hire vehicle licence for a vehicle which would be ten years old on 31st October 2011.  At its meeting of 27th October 2008, the Committee had resolved “that the existing policy in relation to vehicle maximum ages be amended so that a vehicle could continue to be licensed beyond the maximum age of ten years as long as the vehicle was able to pass the Council’s mechanical test, and that it could satisfy Members of the Committee that it should continue to be licensed for a further 12 months.”

Private hire vehicle Licence 0328 was due to expire on 31st October 2011 when the vehicle would be 10 years old and the owner of the vehicle would be required to transfer the licence to an alternative vehicle.  The owner of the vehicle had requested that he be authorised to license the vehicle (registration number YM51 PFO) for a further 12 months due to the vehicle being maintained in good order.

The Transport Services Manager attended the meeting and addressed the Committee.

A copy of the findings of a vehicle inspection carried out by Transport Services was circulated prior to the meeting. 

The applicant did not attend the meeting; therefore Members were unable to inspect the vehicle.

RESOLVED that the application to license the vehicle Registration No YM51 PFO until 5th December 2012 be refused, based upon the report from the Transport Services Manager.
