30 APPLICATION FOR GRANT OF PREMISES LICENCE: ALLEY BAR (FORMERLY CHAMPIONS SPORTS BAR) 18 TOWN HALL STREET, SOWERBY BRIDGE.
The Head of Customer Services and Communications submitted a written report seeking consideration of an application for the grant of a premises licence under the Licensing Act 2003 where representations had been received from responsible authorities, and interested parties. 

The Sub Committee considered the report presented and representations made at the hearing, in particular the concerns of local residents regarding;-
· The prevention of crime and disorder

· public safety

· the prevention of public nuisance  

and the applicant’s proposals for dealing with those concerns namely:-

(i) proposal to offer a different type of premises than the previous licence holder;
(ii) deliveries to the premises limited to two per week and a desire to work with the residents to address concerns;
and had due regard to the provisions of the Licensing Act 2003, the statutory guidance issued under section 182 of the Act, the Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy and the relevant provisions of the Human Rights Act.
RESOLVED that the application for the grant of the premises licence for Alley Bar, 18 Town Hall Street, Sowerby Bridge, be approved subject to:-

1. Mandatory Conditions: 

19 – Sale of Alcohol; and

21 – SIA Door Supervisors

Those conditions which were consistent with the proposed operating schedule and those agreed with West Yorkshire Police;  and
2. The following conditions which were considered necessary to promote the Licensing Objectives: 

· the premises licence holder shall seek and implement advice from Environmental Health in relation to the supervision and management of customers smoking outside the premises, and seek advice on appropriate noise levels;
· the premises licence holder shall ensure that prominent clear and legible notices are displayed at all exits requesting their customers respect the needs of local residents, and leave the premises and the area quietly, specifically exiting turning left to the main road, and not to exit via Nichols yard or the riverside complex;
· the premises licence holder will ensure that a notice is displayed at the entrance to Nichols yard discouraging entry by vehicles and will actively discourage taxi drivers attending at the premises from doing so;
· the premise licence holder will comply with any requirements for additional door staff for specific sporting events, at the discretion of West Yorkshire Police.
(Councillor Thornber declared a prejudicial interest as he was acquainted with one of the objectors, and left the meeting for discussion and voting thereon.)
 (All parties were advised that there was a right of appeal against the decision to the Magistrates Court within 21 days of the date of the decision.)
