30 AMENDMENT OF DELEGATED POWERS TO ALLOW LICENSING ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS TO ENFORCE THE SMOKE-FREE REGULATIONS 2006 AND 2007 FOR REGULATION OF SMOKING WITHIN LICENSED PREMISES 

The Head of Customer Services and Communications submitted a written report which sought amendment to the scheme of delegation to permit the Head of Customer Services and Communications to enforce the Smoke-free Regulations 2006 and 2007 within premises licensed under the Licensing Act 2003.  Such enforcement being undertaken in accordance with Smoke-Free Regulations 2006 and 2007 made under Part 1 of the Health Act 2006. 

* RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that: 

(a) the Council functions detailed at Part 3 of the Constitution be amended  to include the following provision: 

“Head of Customer Services and Communications be granted the power to enforce the Smoke-free Regulations 2006 & 2007 within premises licensed under the Licensing Act 2003”; and  

(b) the Head of Customer Services and Communications be authorised to carry out the necessary procedures to implement the above.
