18 MEETING TIMETABLE 2013/2014 

The Head of Democratic and Partnership Services submitted a written report seeking consideration to the approval of a meeting timetable for the 2013/14 municipal year.  The basis for the meeting timetable had originally been established in May 2002 with the introduction of the Council’s Cabinet structure.  The current timetable introduced in 2007/2008 was made up of five nine week meeting cycles with a break over the Christmas/New Year period and a break of the Easter period.  Following a review of the Council’s democratic processes in 2011, the number of planned meetings of each Scrutiny Panel had been reduced from three meetings to two meetings each nine week cycle of meetings from the start of the 2012/2013 municipal year.  Consideration was sought to a proposed meeting timetable for 2013/2014 based on the agreed arrangements, and also to dates for the Budget Council and Annual Council meetings in 2014.

* RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that:

(a) approval be given to the meeting timetable for the 2013/2014 municipal year, as set out on the following page;

(b) the Council meeting scheduled for Wednesday, 25th September 2013 be rearranged for Thursday, 26th September 2013, to avoid clashing with the main political party conferences;

(c) the Budget Council meeting in 2014 be held on Monday, 24th February 2014; and

(d) the Annual Council meeting in 2014 be held on Wednesday, 21st May 2014 commencing at 1200 hours.
