154 JOINT WELLBEING STRATEGY

The Leader, Councillor T Swift, presented a written report of the Director of Public Health providing details of the Joint Wellbeing Strategy which had been prepared by the Shadow Health and Wellbeing Board.  The Health and Social Care Act 2012 set out a duty for the Council and the Clinical Commissioning Group to prepare a Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) and to use the findings on needs to develop a Joint Health and Wellbeing Strategy.  The duty with regard to the JSNA and the Joint Health and Wellbeing Strategy had to be discharged through the Health and Wellbeing Board, and from 1st April 2013 the new statutory Health and Wellbeing Board would exercise those functions.  

The report provided background information to the Shadow Board’s development of the Joint Wellbeing Strategy, which was broad in its scope, addressing a wide set of issues impacting on the health and wellbeing of local residents.  The Strategy focused on six high level outcomes covering health and health inequalities, the economy, children and young people, child poverty, older people and developing a sense of pride and respect.  The Joint Strategy served two functions, as an overarching strategy to guide broad decision making, and providing a high level framework for improving service provision to meet the needs of local people.  Details of the consultation which had been undertaken in developing the Strategy were set out in the report.  The Joint Wellbeing Strategy had implications across all the Council’s Directorates, for sustainability, for community safety and for all age groups within the population but especially young people.  The endorsement of the Strategy by the Council, as the key partner in delivering the Strategy, would provide a major impetus to moving the Strategy forward.

* RESOLVED that the Council be recommended to endorse the Joint Wellbeing Strategy in order to demonstrate the Council’s support for the Strategy and its delivery.
