166 LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN CAPITAL PROGRAMMES FOR 2013/14

Councillor B Collins, Cabinet Member with responsibility for Economy and Environment, presented a written report of the Director, Economy and Environment seeking consideration and approval to the provisional Local Transport Plan capital programmes for 2013/14 for highways maintenance and integrated transport for Calderdale.  The report provided background to the local transport block capital settlement, set out the options considered in relation to the 2013/14 Local Transport Plan capital programme, advised of consultation to be undertaken and set out the financial implications involved.  The total block capital allocation of £5.529m for capital expenditure on highways maintenance and integrated transport would be used for capital purposes to deliver the programmes detailed in the appendices to the report and to support the objectives set out in the third Local Transport Plan.

* RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that 

(a) approval be given to the provisional 2013/14 Highways Maintenance and Integrated Transport capital programmes as set out in the appendices to the Director, Economy and Environment’s written report; 

(b) the Head of Planning and Highways, in consultation with the Cabinet Member with responsibility for Economy and Environment, be authorised to:

(i) agree any minor changes in the programme which may become necessary; and

(ii) ensure that any significant changes are the subject of a further report to Cabinet; and

(c) it be recognised that the creation or installation of new capital assets through the integrated transport programme may result in a requirement for additional revenue funding to maintain those assets in the future.
