FUTURE PROPOSALS FOR HEATHERSTONES

(E)
Councillor Metcalfe, Cabinet Member with responsibility for Adults, Health and Social Care presented a joint written report of the Director, Economy and Environment and Director, Adults Health and Social Care seeking consideration to an opportunity to take forward the ambition of the Council and its partners for improved services to help people avoid long hospital stay, and care home admission, to get well and to get home.  The empty property at “Heatherstones” in Halifax provided an opportunity to develop “step forward” accommodation which could assist this ambition, and details of the proposals together with the financial implications involved were set out in the report for Members consideration.  The overall proposal would deliver two important changes, firstly by providing affordable housing in an area of identified need, and secondly by extending the provision of a service to offer support, helping people to get and get home.

* RESOLVED that

(a) it be recommended to the Council that the £200,000 awarded to the Council from the Clinical Commissioning Group, and up to £350,000 from the Developing Community Capacity Grant from the Department of Health, be allocated to support the purchase and remodelling of the Heatherstones site; and

(b) approval be given to enter into a lease agreement with Connect Housing to secure the use of the apartments for “step forward” accommodation.
