13 SCRAP METAL DEALERS – CHANGES IN PROCESS 

The Head of Customer Services submitted a written report advising of new legislation in relation to the regulation of scrap metal dealers and sought an amendment to the Constitution to give the necessary delegated authority to the Head of Customer Services. Scrap Metal Dealers were currently regulated by the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 1964.  The Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013 would replace the old Act and would come into force on 1st October 2013.  

* RESOLVED that:  


(a) the Head of Customer Services be requested to submit a report to the next meeting of the Licensing and Regulatory Committee meeting to be held in October 2013 highlighting the guidance when it has been published and outlining the new process and fees under the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013; and


(b) it be recommended to the Council that Part 3 of the Constitution – Responsibility for Functions: Council Functions be amended so that the delegation of the functions of a ‘Responsible Authority’ be added to the delegation of functions to the Head of Customer Services and the Licensing Regulatory Committee to include the following provisions:

“the Head of Customer Services be given the power for the grant and variation of applications for licences to be issued under the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013 where no representations are received; and 

“the Licensing and Regulatory Committee to determine the applications to grant or  vary licences issued under the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013 where representations are received; and 

“the Licensing and Regulatory Committee to determine the suspension or revocation of licences issued under the Scrap Metal Dealers Act 2013”.
(Only part (b) of the above requires the approval of the Council)
