31 MEMBER CYCLING CHAMPION 

Mr Reid Anderson, a representative of the Calderdale Cyclist Tourist Club attended the meeting and sought consideration to a report on “Get Britain Cycling” recently considered by Parliament, which aimed to get more people cycling, more safely and more often, one of the recommendations of which was: 

“Central and Local Government and Devolved Authorities should each appoint a lead politician responsible for cycling. The Government encourages local authorities to identify a senior Officer or Member to take cycling development forward in their authorities and to champion cycling in their area.  In central government Norman Baker champions cycling, as Minister for Cycling”. 

The appointment of a Member Cycling Champion was expected to enhance the Tour De France activities planned within Calderdale in 2014. 

* RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that a Member Cycling Champion be appointed and nominations be sought from Party Groups for submission to the Council on 27th November 2013 for an appointment to be made.
