17 HACKNEY CARRIAGE AND PRIVATE HIRE DRIVERS APPLICATION – AMENDMENT TO MEDICAL REPORT 

The Head of Customer Services submitted a written report which sought consideration of amending private hire and hackney carriage drivers application and renewal procedures to specify that the medical must be completed by the applicant/drivers own doctor/GP Practice.  Members were asked to review the existing process and policy in relation to the medical report for hackney carriage and private hire drivers upon grant and renewal.  The current application/renewal procedure allowed the applicant to obtain a medical from any doctor.  The doctor may not have any prior knowledge of the applicants’ medical history.  The policy required that a medical which showed that the applicant was FIT to become a hackney carriage or private hire driver upon first grant and then at renewal on their 50,55, 60 and 65th birthday and then every year following their 65th birthday. 
*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that, in the interests of public and driver safety, the application/renewal procedure for Private Hire and Hackney Carriage Drivers Licences be amended to include:

“Private hire and hackney carriage drivers’ application and renewal procedures to specify that the medical must be completed by the applicant/driver’s own doctor/GP surgery”.
