	Quality and Sustainability in Care Homes (Head of Safeguarding and Quality – written report)
It is a new duty for local authorities under the Care Act to ensure a sustainable care market.  This discussion will focus on the market for residential and nursing home care.  We hope that two private sector care home managers will be able to join us to give their perspective.  The discussion will also focus on the local authority responsibility to maintain the quality of provision by all providers.

Information about the Panel

Scrutiny Panels represent the interests of local people about important issues that affect them. They look at how the decisions, policies and services of the Council and other key public agencies impact on the city and its residents. Scrutiny Panels do not take decisions, but can make recommendations to decision-makers about how they are delivering the Community Strategy, an agreed vision for a better Calderdale that is shared by public agencies across the borough.

The Adults, Health and Social Care Scrutiny Panel has responsibility for scrutinising all issues relating to health and social care for older people, adults with disabilities and mental ill health and other adults who may need health or social care services.

The Council wants to consult people as fully as possible before making decisions that affect them. Members of the public do not have a right to speak at meetings, but may do so if invited by the Chair. If you have a special interest in an item on the agenda and want to speak, tell the Scrutiny Support Officer, who will pass on your request to the Chair. Groups of people will usually be asked to nominate a spokesperson. The Council wants its meetings to be as open as possible, but occasionally there will be some confidential business. Brief reasons for confidentiality will be shown on the agenda sheet.
