Report to Scrutiny Panel

1.  Background

The Communities Scrutiny Panel identified the work of the Safer, Cleaner, Greener Service as something which it wished to review in the planned work for the year. 

2. Main issues for Scrutiny

The attached presentation gives an overview of the work of the service.

On 17th November 2014, Cabinet recommended a review of Neighbourhood Working in Calderdale. Part of the proposal was to bring together Community Safety, Neighbourhood Management and Safer, Cleaner, Greener into two fully integrated teams.

Communities Scrutiny Panel called in this decision and on 2nd December recommended to Cabinet that “the Cabinet’s decision at Minute Number 80/B64 and the report relating thereto be referred back to Cabinet for further consideration with a request that a cross party task and finish group be set up to develop and progress those proposals, as detailed in the report, prior to the implementation of staffing and other resource allocation proposals.”

At its meeting held on 15th December, Cabinet agreed to the scrutiny panel recommendation.
