	(a) this Panel feels strongly that the lack of access to housing benefit, or any other financial constraint, should not be a factor which prevents someone fleeing a violent domestic situation and seeking refuge.  This Panel therefore recommends to Cabinet that, in the event of someone being in this situation, costs of the refuge are covered from a source of emergency funding made available;

(b) the Director, Communities and Business Change be requested to approach partner agencies to request assistance with funding; 

(c) this Panel notes the recommendation of the Needs Assessment that ‘honour based violence, female genital mutilation and forced marriage are considered as an area for further development: at this stage we do not have the data to identify whether this is an issue for Calderdale or not.’  This Panel recommends that a piece of work is undertaken to collate evidence across the Council (including Registrars), the Police, Health, the Voluntary Sector and education providers for 16 to 18 year old young people to understand the extent to which this is an issue for Calderdale and that the Scrutiny Support Officer submits this report to the meeting of this Panel scheduled for May 2015;
