46 LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN CAPITAL PROGRAMME 2015/16 

Councillor B Collins, Deputy Leader and Cabinet Member for Regeneration and Economic Development, presented a written report of the Acting Director, Economy and Environment seeking consideration and approval of the 2015/16 Local Transport Plan capital programmes for Highways Maintenance and Integrated Transport in Calderdale. The “My Journey” West Yorkshire Local Transport Plan (LTP) 2011-26 was a 15 year strategy to improve transport and travel across West Yorkshire.  It was developed by the West Yorkshire Integrated Transport Authority, now superseded by the West Yorkshire Combined Authority (WYCA), in partnership with the five West Yorkshire Districts and set out three main objectives: 
· Economy – to improve connectivity to support economic activity and growth in West Yorkshire and the Leeds City Region; 

· Low Carbon – to make substantial progress towards a low carbon sustainable transport system for West Yorkshire, while recognising transport’s contribution to national carbon reduction plans; 

· Quality of Life – to enhance the quality of life of people living in, working in and visiting West Yorkshire. 

The report provided background information and details of the West Yorkshire Transport Plan, set out the options considered in relation to the 2015/16 Local Transport Plan capital programme, advised of consultation that had been undertaken and set out the financial and corporate implications involved.  The Local Transport Plan Capital Programme offered a provisional level of inward investment of £5.11 million to maintain and enhance the Councils highways asset during 2015/16.
*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that

(a) the 2015/16 Highways Maintenance and Integrated Transport Capital Programmes as set out in the Appendices to the Acting Director, Economy and Environment’s written report be approved;

(b) the Acting Director, Economy and Environment in consultation with Councillor B Collins, Cabinet Member with responsibility for Regeneration and Economic Development be authorised to: 

(I) agree any minor change in the programmes which may become necessary; and 

(II) ensure that any significant changes were the subject of a further report to Cabinet; and
(c) it be recognised that the provision of new capital assets funded through the Integrated Transport Programme may result in a requirement for additional revenue funding to maintain those assets in the future.
