Motion submitted under Council Procedure Rule 14
 Ethnic Segregation in Non Selective Schools  yrs 1-12 
This Council;
(a) takes note of severe levels of ethnic segregation within some Calderdale schools, especially in the Halifax area.  An example being two senior schools within 3 miles of each other, where one has 91% of its students which are White British and the other 98% British Asian. 

(b) that this level of segregation is undesirable and is somewhat a product of the present legal requirements for school admissions policies, and as such there is a need to improve social integration within education throughout Calderdale. 

(c) that this level of segregation does not lead to proper community cohesion. 
(d) that it is not in the interest of racial harmony for some of our students to have very little contact with other ethnic or racial groups from Primary school through to yr 12.

Taking all this into consideration  this Council immediately sets up a working group to look at ways in which better social and ethnic integration can be achieved within schools across Calderdale
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
