 Child Tax Credit Cuts
This Council notes

1. On 30th April 2015 David Cameron made a clear and specific promise that he would not cut child tax credits;

2. On 15th September 2015 the Government voted through changes to tax credits which will mean three million families losing up to £1,000 per year; and

3. This action comes when child poverty has increased by half a million between 2010 and 2015.

This Council resolves to write to the Prime Minister setting out our belief that child poverty is one of the biggest threats to our future well being and security as a country, calling upon him to reconsider this policy, and urging him to honour his previous promise not to cut the value of child tax credits.
