135. CALDERDALE PLANNING: STATEMENT FOR COMMUNITY   

     INVOLVEMENT (REVISION 2016) 

Councillor Lynn Cabinet Member for Skills and the Environment presented a written report of the Acting Director of Economy and Environment seeking consideration of the adoption of the “Calderdale Planning: Statement of Community Involvement” (SCI) (Revision 2016).  The Calderdale Planning SCI provided information to stakeholders and residents regarding the manner in which engagement and consultation would be undertaken during the preparation of the Local Plan and also within Development Management and the introduction of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). Formal adoption of the SCI was for the Local Planning Authority to undertake, and therefore a resolution from Cabinet recommending that the SCI be adopted was needed. 

The SCI was introduced as a requirement of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004.  Calderdale’s SCI was adopted by Council in February 2008 following consultation, submission to the Secretary of State and Examination by an independent Planning Inspector. The revised SCI incorporated changes required to meet the latest changes to the regulations affecting the planning process.  The consultation that took place, together with experience from the consultation on the Local Plan in autumn 2015 had facilitated the development of a revised SCI which indicated the consultation that residents and communities could expect from the planning service, reflecting latest techniques and resources. 

Councillor Battye attended the meeting and asked when there would be public consultation in relation to the draft Local Plan. Councillor Lynn advised that the Local Plan Working Party would be approving a timeline at their next meeting on 20th April 2016. The draft Local Plan would be approved by Council in the Autumn, and following this there would be a 6 week consultation period.  The consultation period would be publicised as widely as possible.
*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that the revised “Calderdale Planning: Statement of Community Involvement 2016” (SCI) is adopted.
