140 EXPENDITURE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE ECONOMY AND INVESTMENT PANEL 

Councillor B Collins, Deputy Leader and Cabinet Member for Regeneration and Economic Development presented a written report of the Acting Director of Economy and Environment seeking consideration to expenditure recommendations relating to the refurbishment of children’s homes, sustaining the Markets Service and the development of a New District Centre at Mixenden to the capital programme based on the information contained in the report. The report detailed background information relating to the following areas:  

(i) Improvement to Children’s homes; 

(ii) Market Service Equipment; 

(iii) New District Centre Mixenden.

The former Capital Programme Working Party and Economic Task Force had now been combined into one new meeting known as the Economy and Investment Panel.  Any expenditure recommendations from this Panel had to be forwarded to Cabinet for consideration and ratification.  
*RESOLVED that it be recommended to the Council that: 

(a) a sum of up to £ 30,000 in the capital programme for new bathrooms in the Children’s Homes at Cousin Lane and Alloefield View, to be funded in the first instance from Children and Young People Directorate resources be approved; 

(b) a sum of £80,000 for repairs and maintenance to portable market stalls, replacement of cleaning equipment, and replacement and provision of refuse removal equipment, to be funded from Capital Programme Resources be approved; and 

(c) in principle, a match funding capital sum of £550,000 to finance the development of a new district centre at Mixenden including accommodation for a GP Surgery, a Pharmacy, a Library and retail units, and £863,655 in prudential borrowing, subject to a successful bid to NH for £550,000 match funding from the Primary Care Transformation Fund be approved
