In 2014 the Council agreed to a phased delivery of 20mph speed limit areas on main residential streets and this was completed in December 2017. This item looks at the impact of the scheme.



Information about the Board
Scrutiny Boards represent the interests of local people about important issues that affect them. They look at how the decisions, policies and services of the Council and other key public agencies impact on the borough and its residents. Scrutiny Boards do not take decisions, but can make recommendations to decision-makers about how they are delivering the agreed vision for a better Calderdale that is shared by public agencies across the Borough.

The Place Scrutiny Board has responsibility for looking at issues affecting a wide range of economic and social factors including such things as housing, crime, economic growth, voluntary sector, culture, environment and waste. When it looks at things which relate to community safety then it is known as the Calderdale Crime and Disorder Committee, which means it also has a duty to look at the work of the Calderdale Community Safety Partnership.  This is a partnership made up of organisations such as the Council, Police, Fire and Rescue, Health Service and Probation Service.
The Council wants to consult people as fully as possible before making decisions that affect them. Members of the public do not have a right to speak at meetings, but may do so if invited by the Chair. If you have a special interest in an item on the agenda and want to speak, tell the Scrutiny Support Officer, who will pass on your request to the Chair. Groups of people will usually be asked to nominate a spokesperson. The Council wants its meetings to be as open as possible, but occasionally there will be some confidential business. Brief reasons for confidentiality will be shown on the agenda sheet.
