Application Number 13/01066 – Detached two bed residential unit providing managers accommodation in association with commercial use of Lower Brockholes Farm at Lower Brockholes Farm, Lane Head Lane, Causeway Foot Halifax.
42 APPLICATIONS FOR PERMISSION FOR DEVELOPMENT

The Head of Planning and Highways submitted a written report detailing the following applications which had been submitted in accordance with the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) Order 2010 and reported orally on the following:-

(A) APPLICATION NUMBER 13/01218 – ENVIRONMENT ACT 1995 SECTION 96 AND SCHEDULE 14 REVIEW OF OLD MINING PERMISSION FOR THE EXTRACTION OF SANDSTONE AND CLAY AT POND QUARRY, HALIFAX ROAD, BRIGHOUSE  
The applicant’s agent attended the meeting but did not address the Committee. 

RESOLVED that the conditions be approved in accordance with the recommendation of the Head of Planning and Highways subject to the conditions set out in the list submitted with the exception of condition C21 which be amended to read as follows:

C21
Within 3 months of the determination of these conditions, details of a scheme to control noise emitted from the site shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the mineral planning authority.  The scheme shall make provision for:

(a) 
siting and construction of bunds;

(b) 
servicing and inspection of vehicles, plant and machinery, including the provision of adequate and efficient silencers;

(c) 
siting and maintenance of haul roads;

(d) 
siting and use of ancillary equipment (eg stone working equipment); and

(e) 
siting and use of ancillary structures (eg site office, stone working stations etc. 


Once approved the scheme shall be fully implemented and retained for the duration of the review period.  If, in the opinion of the Council’s Local Mineral Authority, noise emissions from the site become a recurrent problem, the scheme shall be reviewed and, where necessary update by the operator or their agents in liaison with and to the written approval of the Mineral Planning Authority.  Any updated scheme shall be fully implemented within 3 months of approval. 

(B) APPLICATION NUMBER 13/01325 – VARIATION OF CONDITIONS 4, 7, 8, 9, 10, 18, 19, 44 AND 45 ON APPLICATION 11/00200 HYBRID PLANNING APPLICATION (BETWEEN WAKEFIELD ROAD AND FALL LANE), NEW CANAL AND RIVER BRIDGES, CUT AND FILL EARTHWORKS TO PREPARE SITE LEVELS, FLOOD ALLEVIATION MEASURES, THE PROVISION OF ALLOTMENTS, OPEN SPACE AND LOCAL NATURE RESERVE.  OUTLINE PLANNING APPLICATION INCLUDING DETAILS OF ACCESS, WITH MATTERS OF SCALE, APPEARANCE, LAYOUT AND LANDSCAPING RESERVED; FORMING A COMPREHENSIVE MIXED USE DEVELOPMENT FOR EMPLOYMENT (USE CLASSES B1, B2 AND B8), RESIDENTIAL (USE CLASS C3), RETAIL (USE CLASS A1), LEISURE (USE CLASSES A3, A4 AND D2) AND COMMUNITY USES (USE CLASS D1) WITH ASSOCIATED LANDSCAPING, CAR PARKING, TREE PLANTING, PUBLIC OPEN SPACE AND RELATED INFRASTRUCTURE, ANCILLARY WORKS AND UTILITIES TO ALLOW FOR THE OCCUPATION OF FLOORSPACE WITHIN THE ‘OCCUPATIONAL THRESHOLD’ (AS DEFINED WITHIN THE SUBMITTED ARUP NOTE (REF 207615-00)) PRIOR TO THE COMPLETION OF THE HIGHWAY LINK ROAD, BETWEEN HOLLAS LANE (SOUTH BANK) AND FALL LANE, AND JUNCTION WORKS AT FALL LANE AT SITE OF SBCV PROJECT, WAKEFIELD ROAD, SOWERBY BRIDGE
